This match will be a four round, anything goes fight to the death.  

Introducing in the red corner, our challenger.

He is the youngest son of a shepherd named Jesse.

His fighting record stands 0-0 (yet he has killed both a lion and a bear while protecting his father’s sheep.

He is approx. 12-14 years of age
And weighs approx. 60-70 pounds

He brings to the ring holding only a sling shot and 5 smooth stones for offense and is not bearing any armor for defense!

He has a great smiling set of pearly whites, and has the look of a baby faced American Eagle clothing model.

Ladies and gentlemen, here he is, hailing from Bethlehem, your challenger for the Israelites, DAVID, the son of Jesse!!!!

And in the black corner

Standing at over 9 feet 9 inches tall

Weighing in at well over 500 pounds not including his armor
(HOW much did Goliath weigh? answer The average weight of men is 106 pounds for the first five feet of height plus 6 pounds per inch thereafter. If you are a man of five feet and ten inches, your approximate ideal weight would be 106+60=166 pounds. GOLIATH was 9’ 9’’ tall, ( six cubits and a span ) a cubit is 18 inches and a span is 9 inches. The first 5 feet which is 60 inches is a weight of 106 pounds which leaves us with 57 inches which we will add 6 pounds for each inch of the 57 inches, that gives us 342 pounds and if we add the 106 to that, it tells us that GILIATH weighed 448 pounds if he was not over weight or under weight. I would say he had another 100 pounds of muscle because he was the champion of all of the Philistines and that would bring his weight to 548 pounds) http://answers.wikia.com/wiki/How_much_did_goliath_weigh
He is a seasoned champion in battle and has defeated many armies single handedly. 

He brings to the ring an arsenal of weapons and armor weighing in at over 200 pounds

Ladies and gentlemen, here he is, being lead to the ring by his shield barer, hailing from Goth, the champion for the Philistines, GOLIATH, the GIANT!!!!

Let’s face it, all throughout our lives, we will face many obstacles.  In fact, obstacles are a common fact of life.  Sometimes they are small things that we easily get over.   But there are some, that the obstacle has become so big that it has affected us in many different areas of our lives.  The truth is that many of these life controlling, life changing, or even worse, life stopping obstacles have grown into GIANTS that we think that we will never be able to over come.   
Tonight we will take a closer look at the GIANTS in our life and we will see that our mountains in life are only mole hills in the sight of God. 

Let’s go to the ring to see what I mean.  

1 Samuel 17:41-51
Round #1 -  Vs 41 – The Philistine came closer and closer to David, with the shield bearer in front of him.
a. The attack is eminent.
b. The giant  will hide himself as he advances 

***Maybe the giant hides himself behind self image adds on T.V. or maybe even your friends – 

Causing you to not feel important enough, good enough, strong enough, smart enough.

***Maybe the giant hides himself behind relational issues-
Causing you to feel unwanted, unneeded, unaccepted, or unnoticed
***Maybe the giant hides himself behind family issues-

Causing you to feel unappreciated.

***Maybe the giant hides himself behind finances-

Causing you to think that you will never be able to make it, or that you’ll always be behind.

Round #2 – Vs. 42 – When the Philistine looked and saw David, he despised him because he was just a youth, healthy and handsome.

a. The enemy of God will always despise those who belong to God.

Not because of what you do, but because of who you belong to.

Round #3 –  Vs. 43-44 -  He said to David, “Am I a dog that you come against me with sticks?”  Then he cursed David by his gods.  “Come here,” the Philistine called to David, “and I’ll give your flesh to the birds of the sky and the wild beast!”
a. In many situations, the giants of life, have affected people in different ways.  Emotionally, Physically, and Spiritually.

Round#4 – Vs. 48-51-  Read it for yourself….

Just as God gave David the victory of Goliath,  God is wanting to give you victory over your giant.
