  #9  Do not give false testimony against your neighbor. (DO NOT LIE!) (vs. 16)
          Here’s a little lesson that I learned in the 3rd or 4th grade.  It was presented as a story kind of like Little Red Riding Hood.  Only the story didn’t turn out so great.  

      Once upon a time, there was a little shepherd boy who tended his sheep just outside the town gates.  One day, the little shepherd boy was bored, so he thought that it would be funny to play joke on the towns people.  He waited until all the people were busy.  Just as he felt that they were really into what they were doing, he yelled loudly, “Wolf, Wolf, there is a mean ugly wolf attacking me!!”  The people sprang into action grabbing pitchforks and sticks and ran to his aid.  When they arrived, they noticed that the little shepherd boy was laughing his head off at the peoples reaction.  After seeing this, the people walked away disturbed that the boy would do such a thing, but glad that he was alright.  A little while later, the little shepherd boy got such a kick out of seeing the people’s reaction that he thought it would be funny to do it again.  This time he yelled loudly, “Wolf, Wolf, a wolf is killing me!”  Once again, the town’s people sprang into action grabbing weapons and racing to his aid.  When they got there, they noticed that the boy was laughing hysterically at the people’s response.  I mean, he was rolling!!! Don’t covet what someone else has.

Here’s what covet means in definition:

Challenge to the Christian:   Live your life for Christ in such a way that the world wants, not what, but who you have.  Jesus Christ.

Think about this:  If you were to be put on trial for being a Christian, how much evidence would they have to convict you?
