John, who was he?

The John, who wrote the book of John, is not John the Baptist.  In fact, one of the main reasons people confuse the writer of John, is because the writer refers to the life of John the Baptist so frequently through out the first few chapters of his writings. 

The writer of the book of John was John, the disciple.  Later John, the disciple, wrote 1st, 2nd, and 3rd John along with the book of Revelation.

John, the disciple, was very close to Jesus.  According to most scholars, John was considered the best friend of Jesus.  He, in his writings, even refers himself as the beloved disciple.  
Jesus, who is He?

One of the main reasons for deciding the book of John as our study is because the world today has a very skewed view of Jesus Christ.   If you were to take a pole in your school using the question, “Who is Jesus to you?”,  what you will find is that more than half who answer will not be able to correctly answer the question.  In fact, many of those who claim to be Christians would probably not be able to communicate the answer correctly.  

The world’s view of who Jesus really is, has been clouded and often times exclude the actual truth about Jesus.

So, what a better way to see who Jesus is that by the writings of John, the beloved disciple of Jesus or as some would call him the best friend of Jesus.  John’s writings give us the very clear and concise truth along with the very real life of his best friend, Jesus Christ.

*** Ponder this thought ***   If someone wanted to know all there is to know about you, who would be the best person to ask?  If someone wants to know about the real you, who would the best person be to ask?  It should be the person who is closest to you.  Right?  So, what a better person to see the real Jesus that from the one who was closest to Him, John.
“Who is Jesus to you?”

John 1-3

I.     Jesus in all His Majesty and Glory.      John 1:1-2

1. “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.   

2. He was in the beginning with God.”

Q:  Who is John referring to as the WORD?     --------   Jesus

Q:   Do you believe that Jesus was before creation?   (1st John 5:7- For there are three that bear witness in heaven; the Father, the Word, and the Holy Spirit; and these three are ONE.)

II.     Jesus, the Creator.         John 1: 3
3. “All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was made.”
*** NOTE ***  Everything that exist, seen or unseen, was created through Jesus.

Let’s look at Colossians 1:16-17

“For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or principalities (rulers) or powers (authorities).  All things were created through Him and for Him.  And He is before all things, and in Him all things consist.”

Q:   Have you ever wondered how everything in our body is held together?

III.       Jesus, the personal Savior.       John 1:14

14. “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the on begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.”
Not only has John shown us in the first three versus that Jesus was before creation, and that Jesus Christ is Creator, but in verse 14 he shows us that we have a very personal Savior.  No other religion can state such a claim.   Jesus Christ  always was, always is, and always will be King of kings and Lord of lords.
